GENERAL RULES & INFORMATION

1. Have Fun without causing others trouble.

2. Boy Scouts can camp out. Cub Scouts & Families are in just for Saturday. No Cub Camping.

3. Parking – All Parking is Directed & Assigned. Troops; put it all on one trailer or walk it in. Each campsite can handle no more than one vehicle and one trailer. Units will share campsites based on size and turn out. Every unit will not be able to pull in a trailer AND a vehicle. Be ready to immediately drop your trailer and move the vehicle to remote parking. Under no circumstances may trails and dirt roads be blocked. Please respect the decision of the event leaders. Follow the directions of the traffic directors. Boy Scouts will park in the overflow parking area. This area will be assigned at check in.  The Main Parking Lot and the Lot across the street are reserved for Cub Scouts and access will be restricted, except for a Troop check in vehicle, on Friday. Thank you.

4. Check in & Security– Please pre-register and get your money in. Everyone must register, including visitors. All registered individuals will receive an identifying wristband that must be worn. Those that don’t have one on don’t belong in camp and will be escorted away by authorities. Too many crazies out there to allow people to wander in and out of camp without being authorized. Check in is at Stallworth Lodge. The first 500 paid registered individuals are guaranteed a patch! Others will receive them after the event when additional patches are ordered and received. If more than 500 pre-register and pay, more patches will be pre-ordered. Help us make this smooth!
