Refund Policy

The $100 site deposit is nonrefundable if you cancel your reservation less than one week prior to camp.  If a scout cancels the week of his camp, a percentage of the camp fees will only be refunded in extenuating circumstances such as illness or death, or they must be approved by the Scout Executive on a case by case basis.  No refunds will be credited or refunded at camp. 

If a unit brings 8 youth to camp, one adult is free. If a unit brings 16 youth to camp, the second adult is $40.00. New this year: the PLUS FIVE INTIATIVE: if a troop brings five or more youth than they brought last year (2010 Summer Camp) we will be proud to give you a gift and recognition of your troop’s increased numbers for the 2011 Camp Season!

PROVISIONAL CAMPING - Boys who cannot camp with their troop, or who want to attend an additional camp week may attend Camp Coker as provisional campers. Scouts may wish to camp with a friend in another Scout troop. The Scout Office will provide the names of troop leaders willing to accept additional Scouts.

SPL MEETINGS - Meetings with the Senior Patrol Leader and Scribe of each troop will be held each morning Monday-Friday after breakfast on the front porch of the Dining Hall. These meetings will provide an opportunity to communicate information to the troops as their week continues. It will also help in planning for Wednesday and Friday night campfires. We ask that each troop ensure the attendance of their SPL and Scribe or his designee for these meetings.

VISITORS – Immediate family members are welcomed; visitors are welcome between the hours of 4:00pm and 10:30pm. All visitors must check-in at the camp office. Visitors are encouraged to attend Wednesday night for Family Night where troops savor the opportunity for some time with family and friends. If your troop wishes to reserve a table in the Dining Hall, it is mandatory that your leaders reserve a table no later than 1:00pm on Wednesday with the Dining Hall Steward. 
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Camp Rules

· No firearms, bows and arrows, or ammunition of any kind may be kept in the possession of any person on camp property other than the Shooting Sports Director and Camp Ranger. These materials must be checked in with the Shooting Sports Director upon arrival at camp.

· No alcoholic beverages, marijuana, or any other unlawful drugs are permitted on camp property. There are absolutely no exceptions to this policy. THERE IS NOW A NO TOLERANCE POLICY, AND IF FOUND, YOU WILL BE ESCORTED OFF CAMP PROPERTY BY THE PROPER AUTHORITIES AND CHARGES WILL BE BROUGHT AGAINST YOU. WE WILL PURSUE THE FULL REACH OF THE LAW IN ALL CASES! 

· Shoes must be worn in camp at all times. Flip-flops are discouraged except in the showers.

· Everyone leaving camp must sign IN & OUT at the TRAINING CENTER.

· Medications can be checked into the health lodge. The unit leader must bring a lockable storage box to keep medications in their campsite. All medications requiring refrigeration will be kept in the health lodge.

· Class “A” Scout uniform, correctly worn, is required for all evening meals.

· NO pets are permitted in camp.

· Only one vehicle is permitted in camping areas upon arrival to camp for transportation of gear required for the week. That vehicle is to be parked in the parking lot till departure from Camp Coker. (NO EXCEPTIONS) Contact the Camp Director and/or Camp Ranger prior to your arrival to discuss options.
· Mail

· The camp has a daily mail service. Please inform your parents that mail should not be sent to campers after Wednesday of a given week because it probably will not arrive before the camper leaves on Saturday. Letters and cards should be addressed to the following:

Outgoing mail is placed in the mailbox every morning at 9:30am. There is a drop basket in the Trading Post for outgoing mail and stamps are available in the Trading Post.

National Guidelines

The following policies have been adopted to provide additional security for youth in the program. In addition, they serve to protect adult leadership from situations in which they are vulnerable to allegations of abuse.

· Two-deep leadership. Two registered adult leaders or one registered adult leader and a parent of a participant, one of whom must be 21 years of age or older, are required on all trips and outings. The chartered organization is responsible for ensuring the sufficient leadership is provided for all activities.

· No one-on-one contact. One-on-one contact between adults and youth members is not permitted. In situations that require a personal conference, such as a Scoutmaster conference, the meeting is to be conducted in view of other adults and youth.

· Respect of privacy. Adult leaders must respect the privacy of youth members in situations such as changing into swimming suits or taking showers at camp and intrude only to the extent that health and safety requires. They must also protect their own safety in similar situations.

· Separate accommodations. When camping, no youth is permitted to sleep in the tent of an adult other than his own parent. Camp Coker has individual shower and latrine facilities used by youth and adults.

· Proper preparation for high-endurance activities. Activities with elements of risk should not be undertaken without proper preparation, supervision, and safety measures.

· Boy Scouts of America Smoke-Free Policy. It is BSA policy to provide a smoke-free environment for all Scouting participants. Therefore, smoking is not allowed at Camp Coker in the presence of youth or in buildings. You may smoke only in the parking lot across the street from Camp Coker. 

Health and Sanitation:

Living in a communal setting such as camp provides certain health issues. For every camper’s health we strongly encourage everyone to:

· Wash hands regularly

· Do not share towels

· Cover your mouth and nose when sneezing

· Practice high standards of personal hygiene

Upon arrival: 

Camp opens for check-in at 2:00 pm. We ask that each troop parks in the main parking lot during this time. Scoutmaster should be on hand, during and after registration, to supervise Scouts during move-in. The Camp Tour will be given by your Troop Guide* which includes: swim checks, finding your campsite, dining hall procedures, and Camp Coker Tour. The Scoutmaster should complete paperwork and other administrative duties at Stallworth for the registration process. You may drive ONE vehicle to the campsite for unloading. NO vehicles are allowed at campsite after 7:00 pm. The Sunday night orientation meeting needs the following people to be present: Scoutmasters, Senior Patrol Leaders, and Scribes.  Do NOT go to the campsite until the Scoutmaster verifies campsite assignment, and your troop guide has given you a tour of Camp Coker.

Troops from other Councils are more than welcome to be part of the 2011 Camp Coker Season. Please call the Council Service at 843-662-4590 for further information. 

Check-Out Procedure

At 8:00am we will have breakfast at the Dining Hall. One Scoutmaster reports to the Training Center for the troop’s merit badge report and medical records. Any discrepancies should be reported to the Camp and Program Directors at the Training Center. Scoutmaster must then supervise the Scouts preparing to leave the campsite. The Troop Guide will be on hand to inspect the campsite. 

No Units are to leave their campsites without permission. Failure to obtain clearance from the Camp Director or Administrative Supervisor will result in a $100 cleaning and/or administrative fee before merit badge records will be released. Units may park ONE vehicle at the campsite for loading and moving the troop trailer. 

* Your Troop Guide will be assigned the same campsite all summer long, so that they will be thoroughly familiar with all discrepancies in the site. Any damage to the cots, tents, or other items provided by Camp Coker, will be charged to the unit for repair or replacement. Your Troop Guide will have a Check-In list when you arrive at camp.

Pre-Camp Swim Tests

Units may elect to take swim tests before arrival at camp. The following are the requirements for pre-camp swim tests: 
1. Tests must be performed in accordance with BSA Swimming test standards.
2. Tests must be performed by a certified Lifeguard.
How to Certify Pre-camp Swim Tests
Please bring the following paperwork to certify your unit's pre-camp swim tests: 
1. A list of youth and adults who took the test showing the skill level they earned in the test: Swimmer, Beginner, or Non-Swimmer. The list must be signed by the unit leader and the certifying lifeguard and include a note attesting that the swim test was conducted according to BSA requirements.
2. A photocopy of the certification card of the lifeguard who performed the test.

Classification of Swimming Ability: The Swimmer Test
When the pre-camp swim classification test is done at the unit level, it is to be conducted by one of the following council-approved resource people:

1. BSA Aquatics Supervisor

2. BSA Lifeguard

3. Lifeguard certified by another recognized agency

When the unit goes to a summer camp, each individual will be issued a buddy tag under the direction of the Camp Aquatics Director for use at the camp.

SPECIAL NOTE:
When swim tests are conducted away from camp or at the point of activity, the Camp Aquatics Director reserves the right to review or retest all participants to ensure that safety standards have been maintained.

PROCEDURE:

Divide into three ability groups: Non-swimmers, beginners, and swimmers.

· Non-swimmers have not passed a swimming test.

· Beginners must pass this test: jump feet first into water, over the head in depth, level off, and swim 25 feet on the surface. Stop, turn sharply, resume swimming as before and return to starting place.

· Swimmers must pass the test: jump feet first into water over the head in depth. Level off and swim 75 yards in a strong manner using one or more of the following strokes: sidestroke, breaststroke, trudgen, or crawl; then swim 25years using as easy resting backstroke. The 100 yards must be completed in one swim without stops and must include at least one sharp turn. After completing the swim, rest by floating.

This classification test should be renewed annually, preferably at the start of the season.

Camp Coker Challenge

Concept:

The Camp Coker Challenge is a camp wide cross-country or steeple-chase style event consisting of many obstacles alone the way to the finish line. This challenge will test your Scouts’ abilities, strength and scouts skills.

Rules:

The Camp Coker Challenge starts at the main gate of camp. A runner carries the baton from one station to the next. An event cannot start until the baton arrives at that station. A runner carries the baton between each station/event in the race, with the first leg beginning at the main gate of camp and the last ending at the flagpole near the dining hall. The runner may be a separate person or one of the competitors at an event. Scouts may be shifted from one event to another during the challenge. This event is on a time base. No first place winner. Time will be added if short cuts are taken. More information will be given the day of the challenge.

Events (run in this order):

1. Long distance runner from parking lot to Archery Range

2. Runner to the Rifle Range

3. To obstacle course 

4. Runner to Scout craft 

5. To Bridge for canoe race 

6. To Scoutmaster at dock with PFD on 

7. Swimmer on Non-swimmer dock

8. Short  distance runner to boat yard  

9. To Scoutmasters canoe sink with 5 gal buckets to sink the canoe 

10. Then a runner to the flagpole near the Dining Hall

Materials:

Each troop needs to provide the following materials and Scouts at each station

· Long distance runners: 1-3 scouts

· Archery: bow and three arrows(provided): 1 scout

· Rifle shooting: rifle and five rounds of ammo (provided): 1 scout

· Scout crafts: 2 matches (provided) 1 scout 

· Canoeing: canoe, three PFD’s (provided) 3 scouts

· (One swimmer, one beginner and, one non-swimmer)

· Swimming: 1 scoutmaster on dock with PFD

· Boatyard: 1 scoutmaster, 5 gallon bucket (provided) 

Trailblazers

For those Scouts who are working toward new and Tenderfoot Requirements:
Trailblazers is Camp Coker’s premier first year campers program. This program has been revised to teach your first year Scouts how the patrol method works and provide a spring-board to help each boy advance to becoming a First Class Scout. Each boy signed up for the Trailblazer program should be a Scout working on his Tenderfoot badge. By the end of his first summer at Camp Coker, he will have had the opportunity to complete a number of Tenderfoot, Second Class, and First Class rank requirements.

Scouts will be formed into patrols for the duration of their week at camp. A dedicated member of Camp Coker’s Trailblazer staff will lead each patrol. The patrols will work together each morning and afternoon, learning important scout skills such as:

Knot tying

Lashing

Wood tools safety

First Aid

Swimming skills
Orienteering

Camping and hiking skills
Safety


Teamwork

Leadership

Citizenship



The Scouts will also have the opportunity to go on an overnight camping trip.

Purpose

To provide a structured, skill-oriented summer camp program to fulfill the needs of the first year camper, especially those who are just beginning in Scouting.

Objectives

· To teach basic Scout skills.

· To teach the patrol method through practical application.

· To work on selected requirements and teach the Boy Scout advancement program.

· To make learning and advancement fun.

· To increase the tenure in Boy Scout troops.

Needs of the First Year Camper That This Program Will Address

· Teach the patrol method by doing and learning together.

· Develop scout skills through effective teaching and testing.

· Build confidence through achievement.

· Structure time to make effective use of time while at camp.

· Teach the Scout Oath and Law through quality staff and program.

Shooting Sports Guidelines for Summer Camp 2011

Absolutely no personal firearms or archery equipment are allowed at camp! We have no facilities to store personal gear. BSA is not responsible for your personal equipment. All necessary equipment will be provided. Note: these are difficult merit badges to complete! 

Archery Merit Badge {18 STUDENT Limit per class} – 3rd, 4th, & 5th periods. Proficiency in shooting is necessary for completion. Requires purchase of an arrow kit; please see your instructor.  

Rifle Shooting Merit Badge {20 STUDENT Limit per class}- 4th & 5th periods. Additional class will be added if required. Additional shooting times may be required. Please have your Scouts plan their time accordingly with the Shooting Sports Director.

Shotgun Shooting Merit Badge {14 STUDENT Limit per class} - 1st& 2nd periods. Fee of $5.00 is payable at the Trading Post. Must be 13 years old to take Merit Badge. Scouts must have completed Rifle Merit Badge. This is our recommendation based on what is required in the Guide to Safe Scouting. 

Black Powder Rifle Shooting Badge-{12 STUDENT Limit per class}  3rd period “ONLY”.  Must be 14  years old, and completed Rifle Merit Badge. Strength is needed, and proficiency is required. Extremely hard MB to complete! Fee of $5.00 is payable at the Trading Post.
